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	Problem Statement:

Louisiana’s current breakaway details for sign supports are based on details tested under NCHRP 350.  FHWA recently announced target dates for MASH implementation and Louisiana will need to update their details to meet this goal.  

	Objectives of the Study:

This proposal would begin with a study of existing MASH details for sign supports to see if Louisiana’s current details (or similar) have already been tested.  If sufficient details cannot be found, an analysis would be performed to determine if Louisiana’s current details would successfully meet the MASH criteria.  If this analysis is inconclusive or shows that the current details fail, a new breakaway detail would be developed and crash tested.

	Expected Benefits:

This proposal would result in generic breakaway sign support details that meets MASH criteria.

	Description of the Proposed Feature to be Tested: (Be as detailed as possible.  Include drawings and/or plans, if available.)

Three main types of details to be tested include:

1.  Unidirectional breakaway base for various post sizes without a hinge plate in the post(s).

2.  Unidirectional breakaway base for various posts sizes with a hinge plate in the post(s).
